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D6.39 OYSTER LEASES

ENVIRONMENT AND PLANNING - DEVELOPMENT

POLICY OBJECTIVES

To provide guidelines for the location of future oyster leases so as to maintain the
scenic, recreational and navigational amenity of Brisbane Water.

POLICY STATEMENT

1 No leases are permitted immediately adjacent to:-
a residential, commercial, industrial or other urban zones;
b open space zones or reserves; or
C any beach.
2 "Spat" leases may be permitted immediately adjacent to other zones.
3 Ordinary leases should be consolidated within five areas (see diagram) which

are fairly shallow and not suitable for water based recreation. Also, they are
required to be located not less than 50m offshore from the high water mark.
By restricting oyster farming to these areas it is hoped to minimise the conflict
between recreational use and oyster farming without much loss of valuable
oyster producing areas.
