Council has received over 150 nominations
for Early Connection to the MMCP Sewerage
Scheme. This represents over 65% of
property owners who are now eligible to
connect to the scheme while the contractor is
still on site. Thank you to all property owners
who submitted an Early Connection
Agreement before the

final deadline.

If a pot is installed on
your property, this does
not automatically
guarantee connection to
the scheme. Only
property owners who
have nominated an Early
Connection (Agreement
A) will have a pump % .
installed in their pot by the contractor to aIIow
connection to the scheme.

Property owners who have not nominated an
Early Connection will not have a pump
installed under the current contract and will
be required to connect to the scheme at a
later date. For each year or part of a year a
property remains unconnected to the
scheme, the Contribution Charge for
connection will increase with CPI.

The scheme is expected to be commissioned
in late May/early June 2009 with connections
available after this time.

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Electrical defects have been identified at a
number of properties. If you have nominated

an Early Connection and have received an
electrical audit for your property, you must
have the identified electrical defects rectified
as soon as possible to allow on-property work
to proceed.

Electrical defects were
identified in the audit
contained in  your
Connection Information
Pack.

If you did not receive
an electrical audit, no
electrical defects have
been identified at your

property.

Defects must be rectified by an independent
licensed electrician and a Certificate of
Compliance of Electrical Work (CCEW)
submitted to Council before you are eligible
for connection.

Alternatively, electrical defects can be
rectified by the contractor's electrician, who is
currenty on site installing electrical
components for the scheme. For further

Electrical defects must be rectified before
scheme connection to your property can
commence.

This work must be completed by the end of
April 2009.
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You will also need to contact an independent
licensed plumber to rectify any plumbing
defects identified in your plumbing audit
worksheet.

This work must be inspected by the Gosford
City Council Plumbing Inspector to ensure it
meets regulatory standards before you are
eligible to connect. It is your plumber's
responsibility to arrange this inspection. You
are responsible for
paying the Council
inspection fee prior
to the inspection
being conducted.
An independent
licensed plumber is
also responsible for
connecting your
internal  household
drainage to the new
scheme equipment
located on your

property.

There are several properties currently under
review to determine the most suitable
location for new scheme equipment.
Properties may require updated designs due
to a number of factors including; maintenance
and access issues, difficulty in getting
equipment on site and difficulties with digging
in rock. This review is taking into
consideration  construction requirements,
maintenance access, cost factors and
aesthetic appeal.

For several properties in Cheero Point, the
most suitable location for sewerage scheme
equipment may be in-road designs.
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Property owners included in this review will
be consulted to sign off on updated Plans of
Sanitary Drainage before construction works
can commence.

In-septic  installation that the
equipment required to
connect to the new
scheme is installed
inside the existing

septic tank.

means

These installations
require extreme
coordination as septic
facilities will be offline
while tanks are
pumped out, cleaned
and the equipment
installed. During this
period, residents will need to access
alternative facilities until connection to the
scheme is complete.

Completion of each in-septic installation may
take between 2-3 working days. Timing of
works will differ for each property. Individual
consultation with property owners requiring
in-septic installations will be undertaken and
advance notification provided as to the timing
of these connections. No on-property works
for in-septic installations can commence until
the scheme is fully operational. For properties
which have nominated Early Connection, in-
septic installations are scheduled to
commence from July 2009.
