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Council has extended the deadline for 
property owners to return Connection 
Agreements until after a final Contribution 
Charge is known.  
 
Council will calculate a final PSP Area 
Contribution Charge in November 2008. This 
information will be made available to property 
owners by 1 December 2008.  
 
Property owners 
will then have until 
12 December 2008  
to return Early 
Connection 
nominations. 
 
Early Connection 
refers to connecting to the scheme as soon 
as it becomes available. It is currently 
estimated the scheme will become available 
in the first quarter of 2009. 
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Council would like to thank the Mooney 
Mooney and Cheero Point communities for 
their cooperation and patience to date. 
 
So far Council has received 72 (31%) 
agreements nominating Early Connection. If 
you have already signed and returned an 
Early Connection Agreement, you are 
automatically eligible for Early Connection.  
 
Please note, the greater number of Early 
Connection Agreements that Council has 
received at the time of calculating a final  
 

 
 
Contribution Charge, the lower the final 
Contribution Charge 
will be. This is due to 
the fact that less 
equipment will need 
to be stored and a 
greater number of 
connections can be 
completed while the 
contractor is still on 
site. 
 
Also note that the 
Contribution Charge 
is indexed to CPI and 
the charge will increase until the time a 
property becomes connected to the scheme.  
 
Council anticipates that it will continue to 
receive Early Connection Agreements 
between now and the final deadline of 
12 December 2008. 
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Following the announcement of a final 
Contribution Charge, all property owners who 
have nominated an Early Connection will be 
sent information requesting property owners 
nominate a payment method. There are three 
payment options; 
 
a) a single payment of the entire PSP Area 

Contribution Charge immediately prior to 
connection of your property to the scheme 

 
b) a quarterly payment over a 20 year period 

charged at the time of your quarterly rates 
bill. This option attracts interest and 
commences three months after the date 
your property is connected to the scheme 
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c) access to the Hardship Relief Provision. 
The Hardship Provision allows property 
owners to connect to the scheme and not 
pay any of the Contribution Charge until 
the time of the sale of their property. The 
Contribution Charge will accrue against 
the value of the property with interest.  

 
Once property owners nominate a method of 
payment, this constitutes a formal agreement 
with Council. 
 

At 1 October 2008, the PSP Area 
Contribution Charge is between 

 $11,000 - $12,000. 
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Due to the coordination required for in-septic 
installations, it is extremely important that 
property owners wanting to connect to the 
scheme sign and return their Connection 
Agreements so that Council can include 
these properties in our contractor's schedule 
of works.  
 
If your property requires an in-septic 
installation, please refer to the information 
sheet attached. 
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Many people have asked if they can continue 
to use their greywater on their garden once 
they are connected to the new scheme. The 
answer to this question is "Yes". Please 
consult the greywater information sheet 

attached 
for tips on 
greywater 
re-use.
