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One hundred and sixty-four property owners 
have nominated to connect to the Mooney 
Mooney Cheero Point Sewerage Scheme. This 
represents over 70% of property owners who are 
now eligible to connect to the Scheme 
immediately after it has been commissioned.  

Property owners can no longer nominate for an 
Early Connection (EC). Those who have not 
done so will be required to 
connect to the Scheme at a 
later date.  

Comprehensive system 
testing will be completed prior 
to the Scheme being 
commissioned. As such, 
current project timelines 
anticipate commissioning to 
be completed in September 
2009. This schedule also 
allows for anticipated further 
wet weather. 

All properties nominated for EC, and equipped 
with a pump inside the system  pot, will be 
available for connection to the Scheme shortly 
after this time.  

Property owners are responsible for organising 
an independent licensed plumber to connect 
their internal household drainage to the new 
Scheme equipment located on their property. 
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All property owners were required to have any 
plumbing defects identified in their Plumbing 
Audit rectified by an independent licensed 
plumber prior to the end of April 2009 .  

Hydrostatic testing of existing pipes on all 
properties must be undertaken by a licensed 
plumber prior to connection to the system.  

This may identify further defects that require 
rectification.  

Council's Plumbing Inspector must assess all 
properties to ensure that plumbing systems 
comply with regulatory standards outlined in 
the Plumbing Code of Australia. Property 
owners should remind their plumber to contact 
Council and arrange this inspection. Any 
inconsistencies with the Code must be 
amended prior to connection at the property 

owner's expense. Failure 
to do so may impact on a 
property's eligibility for 
connection to the Scheme. 

A standard inspection fee 
of $204.10 must be paid to 
Council by all property 
owners prior to this 
inspection being carried 
out. This fee covers 
multiple inspections during 
the connection process for 

houses with one toilet. Each additional toilet 
will incur a cost of $78.66.  

Council's Plumbing Inspector is currently 
available between 9am and 10.30am Monday -
Friday on (02) 4368 4709 to answer queries 
about the inspection process.   
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All property owners who received an Electrical 
Audit were required to have any electrical 
defects rectified before the end of April 2009 .  

If rectification work was undertaken by an 
independent electrician, property owners were 
also required to submit a Certificate of 
Compliance of Electrical Work (CCEW) to 
Council by the end of April.  

A CCEW is not required for rectification work 
undertaken by Brooklyn Trade Services. 
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Property owners who failed to rectify electrical 
defects and provide Council with a CCEW may 
not be eligible for EC to the Scheme.  
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Once the Scheme is commissioned, all property 
owners, regardless of whether they are 
connected to the Scheme or not, will be required 
to pay an Annual Residential Sewerage Service 
Charge of $463.59 per annum for the 2009/10 
fiscal year. This may be paid in quarterly 
instalments. 

The date of initial payment for 
the $10,795.00 PSP Area 
Contribution Charge will depend 
on the payment method 
nominated by each property 
owner, as outlined below:    

1.  Full payment on 
availability of service  

A single payment of the entire 
PSP Area Contribution Charge 
is required immediately prior 
to connection to the scheme . 
Property owners will be advised 
directly of their payment due 
date.  

2. Twenty year loan paid in quarterly  
instalments  

The first payment is due three months after 
connection to the scheme . Council will initiate 
contact with property owners after connection.  

3. Hardship relief provision  

Payment is not required until the property is 
sold . 

All property owners must inform Council of their 
payment method before their property can be 
connected to the Scheme, as outlined in the 
Connection Information Pack issued in July 
2008. 	
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Council has completed design reviews of 70 
properties in Mooney Mooney and Cheero 
Point to determine the most suitable location 
for new scheme equipment. The reviews have 
significantly decreased the number of 
properties requiring an in-septic installation.� 

Property owners included in this review are 
required to authorise updated Plans of Sanitary 
Drainage before construction and installation of 
equipment on their property can commence. 
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Following the design review, 
there are now 35 properties 
requiring an in-septic installation. 
These properties must have a 
pump installed inside their 
existing septic tank before they 
can be connected to the 
Scheme.  

This process requires that septic 
tanks be taken offline for 
approximately 2-3 days so the 
tank can be emptied and 
cleaned before electrical 
equipment is installed. Residents 

will need to access alternate facilities during 
this time. 

All in-septic systems will be installed once the 
Scheme has been commissioned and is 
functioning optimally. Affected property owners 
will be advised directly of exact connection 
dates for their property.
